The Intro to Ice Dance curriculum focuses on the basic components of Ice Dancing and reviews the 
basic edges and turns while skating to music.  Skaters will learn the first six dance patterns in the 
United States Figure Skating Compulsory Dance test structure. 
 
Dances covered may include: 
Preliminary dances:  Dutch Waltz, Canasta Tango, Rhythm Blues 
Pre-Bronze dances:  Cha Cha, Swing Dance, and Fiesta Tango 
 
This class may be taken for either one or both summer sessions.  The material covered will depend 
upon the makeup and experience level of the class.  Both solo dance and partnered dance will be 
included.
